How difficult it is to find
joy in a situation of so much suffering. Only faith and hope can see us through this
darkness. 

I. Lamentation 

Out of the depths we cry to you, O Lord; Lord, hear our voice!
Psalm 130:1
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Advent this year breaks upon us at a time when our hearts are troubled. Scarcely recovering
from the impact of the pandemic, our peace is threatened by war, violence, and conflicts in
different parts of the world. In the region close to where Jesus was born there is bloodshed
and gnashing of teeth.

Our prayer in this 3rd week of Advent invites us:
to cry out in trust to the God who hears our lamentations;

to ask for the grace to recognize Emmanuel -- God-with-us;
to experience the hope and joy that cannot be take away from us.

II. Recognizing Emmanuel 

Behold, the virgin shall be with child and bear a son,
and they shall name him Emmanuel,

which means “God is with us.”
